The essential characteristic of the Master’s program aims to improve standards of developing
curricula and teaching methods by training lecturers involved in this program to the model curriculum of
the Tempus LMPH partner universities and by the assistance of academic professors from abroad that
help to develop and improve curriculum and course programs. The graduates of the program are
prepared for the entrepreneurial activity in the tourism industry and the hotel services.

The objectives of the Management and marketing of hotels and tourism" program are:

e ensuring the masters students with a high level of specialized knowledge and understandings,
high skills, that will allow them to integrate the obtained knowledge in the complexity of
management and marketing activities of tourism industry, and to formulate arguments and to
communicate conclusions within the professional environment;

¢ developing the ability to act independently / as a team and act creatively in approaching and
solving the complex problems in the hotel and tourism industry domain, using the strategic,
analytical and technical skills, assuming responsibility for the decisions taken;

e stimulating the masters theoretical and practical interest on the hotel entity evolution, from the
perspective of the services structure that will be requested, of the research-development
programs necessary for the creation of new products, focusing on the use of the interactive
methods;

e application of ICT in the process of activity, use of methods and techniques for analyzing the
hotel services market;

e forming the capacity to elaborate and develop touristic projects, in order to maximize the
touristic activity performance;

e developing a critical attitude, using and interpreting coherent the theories, models in the touristic
management and marketing domain;

e training and developing of superior independent research skills and the efficient use of
information.

These objectives correspond to the mission of the Moldova State University, they are detached from
the formation need in the field of "Management and Marketing of Hotels and Tourism" and are related
to the following institutional strategic documents: The Strategic Plan; The Research and Innovation
Strategy; The Institutional Strategic Plan for Internationalization.

3. Assessment of the economic and social sector's expectations (analysis of the National and
European Qualifications Frameworks, review of job descriptions from potential employing
institutions, market assessment through surveys, etc.).

During the study program preparation there were taken into consideration the best European
practices with reference to the contents of the educational offer, and were utilised in the program by
including some content units to ensure compatibility of programs and reciprocal academic mobility. The
contents of the study plan are also linked to the international tourist trends of EU-28 Member States,
submitted in the report of the World Tourism Organization and the United Nations Agency, oriented to
the responsible, sustainable and universally accessible tourism promotion, assisted by information
technologies, pursuing objectives based on the expansion and diversification of strategic tourism and
promoting managerial experience in this field.

In order to achieve qualitative and relevant studies in the real environment, there were carried out
a series of activities, reflecting the labor market needs and trends in the field of "Management and



Marketing of Hotels and Tourism".

4. Consultation of stakeholders in the development process of the study program (employers,
professors, graduates, students, etc.). At the Faculty level, a representative of the labour market for
each field of professional formation is included in the Quality Assurance Commission. During the
Commission working meetings there are discussed the contents of the education plans, the types of tasks
for individual work, the methods of spending practical lessons and the correlation of content units for
the taught subjects etc.

There were analysed the job descriptions of the following potential employers: LLC Gold Travel,
LLC Sakura Tur, LLC Pro Ilicris, LLC Prosper Trans, LLC Androstrans, LLC Maxpasa, Jolly Alone
Hotel, ANTRIM, Zentrum Apartments Hotel, Radisson Blue Leogrand Hotel, in order to determine the
necessary qualification of a specialist in the field of marketing and to identify the need for knowledge,
skills and competences to be ensured through the implementation of the Master Program.

Quarterly, master's students are questioned about the quality and relevance of the taught content.
The questionnaires are processed by the quality manager of the department, are discussed during the
departmental meetings and the faculty council and are taken into consideration at the time of the
contents elaboration for the next year of admission. Also, the opinions of the practice partners with
regard to the skills developed by the program are analyzed and taken into consideration, when the
master's students complete their internship.

S. Relevance of the study program to the labor market. is distinguished from the objectives
that are set in the Tourism Development Strategy "Tourism 2030", where are specified the necessity of
Moldovan tourism industry employee’s formation. Master Program "Management and Marketing of
Hotels and Tourism" is the result of the TEMPUS LMPH Project. The project highlighted the needs of
the real economy in the hotel and tourism sector, following the investigation and interviewing over 500
professionals from the field, who have stipulated the need for generic and specific competencies that
employee must own after finishing the master program.

The master's
program graduates will be able to work in collective accommodation structures such as hotels, touristic
agencies, motels, agro touristic pensions and guesthouses occupying various positions in the hierarchical
level of accommodation.
